MINUTES

I. Call to Order 

· Board chair Strohbehn called the regular board meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. following the WASL presentation in the high school auditorium.  Board members present were Tamara Fritze, Marchand Hovrud, Jan Strohbehn, Steve Martin, and John Laib.  

II. Flag Salute

· Jana Eaton led the flag salute.

III. Oath of Office

· Superintendent Stewart swore in board members Jan Strohbehn, Marchand Hovrud, Steve Martin and Tamara Fritze as school board directors.  Board members Strohbehn, Hovrud, and Martin were elected for four year terms and Fritze was elected to serve the remaining two years of the At Large position formerly held by Doug Wendt.

IV. Reorganization of the Board 

· Board member Hovrud nominated John Laib as Chair of the Board.  Motion carried.

· Board member Strohbehn nominated Marchand Hovrud as the Vice-chair of the Board.  Motion carried. 

· Board member Martin nominated Tamara Fritze as the WIAA Representative representing the Board.  Motion Carried.

· Board member Fritze nominated Steve Martin as the Legislative Representative representing the Board.  Motion Carried.

V. Recognition of Representatives

· Paul Naylor as parent and has invited other running start students, as well as their parents.

VII. Consent Agenda

· Board member Fritze moved to approve the minutes for the regular board meeting on November 20, 2007; to approve warrant number 516924 in the amount of  $5,171.74 for the November bills in the General Fund; to approve the hiring Amie Green for School Nurse; to approve the resignation of Ruth Dedloff high school Para-professional; and to approve the donation of John Laib’s Board stipend to the FFA Trap Shooting Club.  Motion carried.

VIII. Reports 

· Steve McLean introduced Emily Fletcher and Katie Stephens, the students who went to the National FFA Convention with an FFA group from Baker City, Oregon.  Due to technical difficulties the power point presentation they had prepared was unable to be shown so they gave an overview of the trip. Katie and Emily gave an overview of their trip to Indianapolis.  They toured the Opry Land Hotel, rode in a “cotton picking” combine in Alabama, went to the space center, Churchill downs, the Louisville Slugger Plant where they saw where they made bats, the Corvette Museum and assembly plant, the Motor Speedway, as well as attending sessions at the FFA National Convention.  Superintendent Stewart thanked the girls for coming and invited them to the next meeting to present their power point presentation.    

· Jude Cornaggia, High School Principal, reported progress reports were mailed last Thursday and we are two thirds through the semester.  On December 18th there will be a college fair organized by Kellisa Owens and Jaimee Field as part of their FBLA project.  The Teen Challenge presentation was very informational; presenters spoke to the students from their experiences with use of drugs and alcohol and gave an inspiring message to the students to make positive choices.  The presentation stressed selecting friends who make gook behavior choices and listening to parents as the main actions to guard against getting involved with drugs and alcohol.   Principal Cornaggia reviewed the attendance requirements for passing classes at the end of semester.  Participation at fall parent conferences was 90% at the Middle School and 96% at the High School.  Principal Cornaggia outlined what students are asked to take at WWCC for Running Start Classes to be equivalent to the Dayton High School courses that are required to graduate.  Marchand checked with OSPI regarding the equivalencies of college and high school courses; OSPI told her responsibility lies with the board on the decision for the class rigor and how the District would compare the two.  At this time the board accepted public comment from the audience regarding Running Start and courses equivalencies for Dayton High School. Cory Stevens, Tyler Stevens, Katie Stephens, Jack Naylor, Robin Kalamasz, and Emily Fletcher spoke as Running Start students and Carol Stevens, Carolyn Henderson, Paul Naylor, Mary Fletcher spoke as Running Start parents sharing comments and concerns which lasted about an hour.  Board member Hovrud noted she appreciated people coming with academic interests.  Board member Strohbehn noted the students represented themselves well.  Board member Fritze noted it was wonderful to have everyone there, and that the Board will consider the matter. 

· Katie Leid, Elementary/Middle School Principal, shared the letter from Governor Gregoire and Terry Bergeson, Superintendent of Public Instruction, congratulating Dayton for their Schools of Distinction.  Principal Leid and Mrs. Hoon attended MAPS training; the Elementary teachers will get similar training at their LID day in February.  The Dibels info (an assessment of reading skills) is now out of date and all kids have been tested and target the kids that are not doing well, a huge number of the kids are making progress thanks to teachers.  Superintendent Stewart noted there were 57 students identified after the initial monitoring who needed intensive intervention and there were only five at the second monitoring and some of those 5 have jumped up a level.  Mrs. Leid noted the Middle School basketball team is fun to watch.  Principal Leid handed out information regarding the 21st Century Grant; ESD 123 is in charge of this program and Holly Broderick has been hired as the 21st Century Program Coordinator.   Mrs. Leid said letters went out today to find out how many students are interested in the program for planning purposes.  The ESD will be hiring and volunteers will also be needed.  Principal Leid noted two of our employees were selected for recognition at the Chamber Awards; Dallas Dickinson received the Employee of the Year and Lawana Harting was one of the Citizens of the Year.

· Superintendent Stewart reviewed the draft resolutions for the Maintenance and Operations Levy and the Technology Levy so the board would be aware of what they will look like.  The second Levy Committee meeting is Thursday, December 6.  Board member Laib asked if there was increase due to the cost of fuel and utilities; Superintendent Stewart noted that is the direction we are going.   Superintendent Stewart and Ken Morgan met with Loren Hadjuk, Running Start Representative, and Karin Hilgersom, Vice-president of Instruction, about offering interactive online classes for Running Start classes in combination with some other small schools, with the idea of kids being able to stay at their own high school to take advantage of college courses.  

IX. Action Items

· Superintendent Stewart recommends the approval of setting the date for the levy for February 19, 2008.  Board member Strohbehn moved to approve the February 28, 2008 levy date.  Motion carried.

· Superintendent recommends the approval of the adoption of the following revised policies: 2000 – Student Learning Goals; 2151 – Interscholastic Activities; 2021 Library Media Centers; 2090 – Program Evaluation; 2106 – Program Compliance; 2320 – Field Trips; 2336 – Required Observances; 2340 – Religious Related Activities; 2420 – Grading and Progress Reports; 2421 – Promotion/Retention; 3110 – Qualifications of Attendance and Placement; 3200 – Rights and Responsibilities; 4040, 4040P & Form F – Public Access to District Records.  Tamara Fritze noted that 2nd sentence in paragraph five needs clarification Policy 2420. Board member Hovrud moved to approve the adoption of revised policies 2000, 2151, 2021, 2090, 2106, 2320, 2336, 2340, 2420, 2421, 3110, 3200, 4040, 4040P with citation changes as read and Form F.  Tamara Fritze amended the motion to adopt all policies listed except 2420.  Motion carried. 

X. Public Comment

· Val Kiefer thanked all the parents and students that were at the meeting for attending and contributing. 

· Paul Naylor thanked the running start people that came and would like to keep this up for the students.

· Mary Fletcher thanked the board for considering and listening to us. Mrs. Fletcher noted she was not here to say this is not a good school, this is an addition to these children and their future.

· Mira Kvame noted she was leaving with more questions than she came with.
