MINUTES

I. Call to Order 

· Board chair Laib called the regular board meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Board members present were John Laib, Tamara Fritze, Marchand Hovrud, Jan Strohbehn, and Steve Martin.

V. Consent Agenda

· Board member Hovrud moved to approve the minutes for the regular board meeting on January 16, 2008;  to approve warrant number 517242 in the amount of  $5,901.74 for the February bills in the General Fund;  to approve a $300.00 donation from Carla Albee-Romein for the High School Haas Fund;  to approve Jana Eaton as HS Cheerleader Program volunteer 2007-2009;  to approve the resignation of Tony Henderson as MS Head Football Coach.  Motion carried.
VI. Reports 

· Jody Martin, Wellness Coordinator for the Hospital District, reported on the grant through the Washington Health Foundation and the activities of the Wellness Committee last year and this year.  

· Kalee Lytle and Chelsey Martin, MS ASB representatives, presented a report on what they learned at the Chewelah Peak ASB Retreat to become better leaders and have a better student body.  

· Kelisa Owens, HS ASB representative, reported FFA and Youth & Government had meetings Wednesday, February 6, and will not be attending the Ag Expo due to weather.  FBLA has about 16 students going to state and will have a meeting Friday, February 8.   February 9, the girls basketball team has a game on Saturday at 10:30 and boys basketball team has a game at 3:00 at Whitman College for District.  

· Holly Broderick, HS Athletic Director, reported on Golf Program.  Board member Strohbehn noted that she supports the golf program, but noted the Board has a responsibility to look at the cost of the program.  The Board will take action in 2 weeks. 

· Sherrie Flaman, reported the Dayton Chapter of the American Association of University Women, received an AAUW Mini Grant for Brain Awareness Science Fair in the amount of $750.00.  The grant is for 5th grade students and will pay for the transportation to the science fair on March 4 and food and snacks for the kids, and materials and supplies at the science fair and their science projects when they get back.  

· Jude Cornaggia, HS Principal, noted that students being released from school transportation need to have the parent there to sign the release.  If the parent is not there, the release needs to be pre-approved by Principal Cornaggia before leaving for the event.  Principal Cornaggia reported five teachers will be continuing their training on Powerful Teaching and Learning in February, March, and May.   Principal Cornaggia noted there is a math meeting with WWCC to talk about he use of technology in instruction and the potential for college level distance learning classes.  The presentation date for Senior Projects is May 14, with the written reports due on April 18. 

· Superintendent Stewart, reporting for Katie Leid , Elementary/MS Principal,  noted that Principal Leid was selected by her peer group as a distinguished principal.  Superintendent Stewart noted upcoming event are on May 23, the walkathon.  Mrs. Mason will be having the Jump for Heart and Hoops for Heart on February 20 for grades K-3 and on February 21 for grades 4-6.   Mrs. Chapman will be having poetry in the afternoon on February 14.   The Celebration Assembly in scheduled for February 15.  Willy Whipple and the DHS Drum Line will perform on February 29 at 1:30 in the Multipurpose Room.  The Windy Cool Rods and Science Fair will be on March 13 in the evening.  On April 10, is the Local Speech Contest and April 17 is the Regional Speech Contest.  There will be a MS dance on February 8 and the last MS girl’s basketball game is February 21.  The MS Lock-In is scheduled for May 9.  

· Superintendent Stewart read the letters the Board directed him write commending Ed Lambert and Doug Yenney for their outstanding service to the District.  Mr. Stewart led a discussion regarding learning targets and gave the Board the first draft.  Board members asked for a study session in the future so to review the learning targets.  Superintendent Stewart reviewed his goals.  Board member Martin asked for a revision of the milestones in biomass project.  Mr. Stewart reviewed the College Bound Program, which is for 7th and 8th grade with financial need, foster or homeless to take a pledge and then allows them to get college funding when they go on for post secondary education.  Superintendent Stewart sent letters to every 7th and 8th grade parent inviting to a meeting on February 13 in the HS Library so as many families as possible can get registered for the program.  Superintendent Stewart suggested February 8 from 9:00 to 1:00 for the Board Retreat.
