MINUTES

I. Call to Order 

· Board chair Laib called the regular board meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Board members present were John Laib, Marchand Hovrud, Tamara Fritze, Jan Strohbehn and Steve Martin

II. Flag Salute

· Holly Broderick led the flag salute.

III. Recognition of Representatives

· Holly Broderick, as Athletic Director and 21st Century Grant Coordinator

IV. Public Comment

· Greg Fullerton noted the weight room has been open and they have had a positive response.  Mr. Fullerton noted the weight room is open from 3:30 to 4:30 on Mondays, Wednesdays and Thursdays.

VI. Consent Agenda

· Board member Fritze moved to approve the minutes for the January 2, 2008 meeting; to approve warrants numbered 517103 through 517172 in the amount of $87,147.63 for the January bills in the General Fund; to approve warrants numbered 6811 through 6821 in the amount of $3,463.68 for the January bills in the ASB Fund; approve warrants numbered 517173 through 517172 in the amount of $87,147.63 for January payroll; approve hiring Kristina Mascall as Special Ed Para Professional; approve hiring spring 2008 Coaches (See attached list);  approve hiring fall 2008 Coaches (See attached list);  accept a donation from Seneca Way for the Ski Program;  approve Karen Lockard as High school Girls’ Basketball Volunteer;  accept a donation from the  Donald Fleck Estate for the Athletic Department.  Board member Fritze amended her motion to table the approval of the golf program.   The amendment carried.  The amended motion carried.

VII. Reports

· Superintendent Stewart had Ms. Broderick present a fundraising proposal to be done at half time of the JV Girls, JV Boys and Varsity Girls Basketball games. There would be a charge for shooting and then a prize for the winners.  The proceeds would go to ASB Athletics. Board member Strohbehn asked if it interferes with others doing the half time shooting; Ms. Broderick noted that no one else has asked to do the shooting fundraisers this year.  Superintendent Stewart recognized the School Board Members by presenting a certificate.  Mr. Stewart noted there is no way to thank the Board enough for all the time the Board puts in.  The board took a 15 minute recess at 7:11 for cake and punch in honor of the Board.  The Board reconvened at 7:21.  Superintendent Stewart noted that Ed Lambert, Transportation Supervisor, received a certificate from OSPI for the second year in a row with 0% of the buses out of service.  Board member Martin asked if Mr. Stewart could provide an update regarding the Science teachers from Grandview who came to observe.  Principal Cornaggia noted five teachers came and compared notes with Mr. Yenney and then observed Mr. Yenney’s fourth period class.  The teachers noted they were impressed with how well our students behaved and the respect they show each other.  The Board directed Mr. Stewart to write a letter for them to thank Mr. Yenney and Mr. Lambert for their dedication.  Board chair Laib asked to discuss meeting times for the special board workshop.  February 8, 2008, from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm in the District Board Room.  Holly Broderick noted that 61 students have registered for the 21st Century Grant Program; there are 11 staff members, two of whom are volunteers, working for the Program.  There will not be transportation for the students.  There will be a snack provided.  The Superintendent and Board thanked Ms. Broderick and Principal Leid for their work setting the program up.

· Mrs. Himmelberger reported on the historical cash flow for the month of December and reviewed the budget status for the General Fund, the Debt Service Fund, the ASB Fund, the Transportation Vehicle Fund, and the Agency Trust Funds for December 2007.

IX. Policy Review 

· First reading for Policy 6702 & 6702P, Nutrition.  Principal Leid noted the wellness committee worked on the Policy and Procedure.  Board member Hovrud noted Policy 6700 is very similar and wondered if there is a way to combine the two policies.  Board member Martin asked if the language needs to be more consistent or more clearly defined.  Board member Fritze noted concern regarding the obesity epidemic and encouraged creativity in figuring out a way to encourage more physical activity with the goal of striving for daily activity.  Board member Hovrud asked about parents bringing snacks for kindergarten and for parties.  If we asked for snacks should ask for nutritional snacks or a list of approved snacks. 

X. Topics of Community Interest

· Principal Leid reported on the Elementary discipline report for the first part of the year.  Mrs. Leid projects that in most areas, the discipline referrals will be lower for the year.  Principal Cornaggia noted the first part of the year was good.  The discipline data is starting to reflect a trend of improvement and less referrals.  Principal Leid noted 98% of students she sees for referrals are respectful and accept their consequences.  Principal Cornaggia added that she felt good about the low numbers of referrals.   

· Superintendent Stewart reported he has spoken to a couple of groups regarding the levy and the feedback has been positive.  Cautioned that the lower tax rate may not mean paying less if property valuation has increased.  Out of the 295 districts in the State, our cost per thousand is 212th; Columbia Burbank has the highest taxes in the state.  The 2.46 is the same asked for in the levy 2 years ago. There is a meeting January 24 to get the fliers ready for mailing.  On February 4, there will be phone calls made to encourage people to get out to vote.  Superintendent Stewart noted he has shared downward trend for enrollment and budget concerns with the staff.  Mr. Stewart noted it is fun to be able to go out and brag about Dayton schools because of what the staff is doing. 

XI. Public Comment

· Mr. Fullerton commended Ms Broderick for the good job she has been doing as Athletic Director.

· Board member Strohbehn noted the Junior Internship presentations were great and just keep getting better; Mrs. Strohbehn commended Mr. Moore on getting the students ready for this event.
