MINUTES

I. Call to Order 

· Board vice-chair Laib called the regular board meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Board members present were Diana Ashley, Marchand Hovrud, Tamara Fritze, and John Laib.  Jan Strohbehn was absent and excused.

II. Flag Salute

· Jack Naylor led the flag salute.

III. Recognition of Representatives

· Kellisa Owens for ASB.

· Paul and Jack Naylor, community members.

· Winton Lytle, community member.

IV. Public Comment

· Mr. Lytle asked for support for buying a piece of shooting machinery for the basketball programs.  The equipment costs $5300 with shipping and everything.  Mr. Lytle asked if he needed approval to donate the equipment; Mr. Stewart noted that the equipment would have to be accepted by the board as a donation but the board would not have to approve the purchase as it is a community based purchase.  Mr. Lytle is also starting a Building a Dog program that is for Kindergarten through sixth grade and will build their dribbling skills.

· Mrs. Kiefer asked that the policy review for gifted be tabled.

· Superintendent Stewart passed around a thank you from the Soccer Team.

· Superintendent Stewart presented Diana Ashley with a plaque to say thank you for all her time and effort being a School Board Member from 1995 until 2007.  Board vice-chair Laib called a 10 minute break at 7:15 to have cake and punch while commemorating board member Ashley’s service.  The meeting was reconvened at 7:25 p.m.

VI. Consent Agenda

· Board member Ashley moved to approve the minutes for November 7, 2007; to approve warrants numbered 516751 through 516851 in the amount of 88,171.21 for the November bills in the General Fund; to approve warrants numbered 6761 through 6786 in the amount of  $13,964.39 for the November bills in the ASB Fund; to approve warrants numbered 98255 through 98256 in the amount of $700.00 for the November bills in the Private Purpose Trust Fund; approve warrants numbered 516852 through      516923 in the amount of $360,736.77 for November payroll;  accept a donation for the Soccer Program and a computer;   approve the resignation of Raymond Johnson as School Bus Driver;  approve the adoption of the EPIC curriculum for the Physical Education Program in the Elementary School.  Motion carried.
VII. Reports

· Kellisa Owens, ASB representative, noted the Drama Club attended a play in Colfax today.   FBLA changed the date for their College Fair to Dec 18 with 8 colleges confirmed as coming.  FBLA is planning their Junk Food Jamboree.  FFA has wreaths for sale.  Honor Society made Christmas boxes for African children and are cleaning up the commons after lunch.  Knowledge Bowl placed 2nd at their meet that was held at the Harvest Christian Center.  The Youth and Government Club has been raising money and helped at Turkey Bingo to raise funds.  Natural Helpers held their fall retreat and Kellisa felt is was good.  Superintendent Stewart noted 3 sophomores are helping coordinate Project Timothy’s holiday turkey distribution for the needy.

VIII. Study Session 

· The board is soliciting ideas on how we can better communicate with our public. The Board and audience had a lengthy discussion on possible surveys and what to put into the survey and or how we can get face to face information. Paul Naylor shared a brief on his perception of running start and grade equivalencies, which the board is taking under advisement.  The board will have a study session on December 19 before the regular board meeting to continue discussion on communication and bring more clarification to the issue.  

IX. Reports, continued

· Superintendent Stewart noted the Title V Innovative Grant is $915 and is used to purchase Accelerated Reader materials which are used throughout the grade levels.  Mr. Stewart reviewed the Board Goals and suggested the Board spend time fleshing out the accountability goal.  Superintendent Stewart noted it may be better to have these as two year goals instead of one year goals with timelines for each of goals.  Superintendent Stewart noted that he will be setting up a special board meeting to approve the resolution for the next Maintenance and Operations Levy; he noted the resolution needs to be in the Auditors Office by December 14.  Mr. Stewart will be meeting on November 28th at 6:30 p.m. in the District Board Room with the Levy Committee; he will have input from the Technology Committee on December 4 regarding the four-year Technology Levy.  The levy capacity for the next levy is $932,965; our current levy is $855,000 which is 2.15 per thousand.  The technology levy for $50,000 which works out to $0.12 per thousand.   Superintendent Stewart is recommending February 19, 2008 for the Maintenance and Operation Levy date.    

· Mrs. Himmelberger reported on the historical cash flow for the month of October and reviewed the budget status for the General Fund, the Debt Service Fund, the ASB Fund, the Transportation Vehicle Fund, and the Agency Trust Funds for October 2007.  Mrs. Himmelberger noted the General Fund has approximately $85,000 more than it did at this time last year, although concerns regarding dropping enrollment, high fuel costs, and some staffing additions will probably leave the General Fund at a lower ending balance than we had budgeted for.   

X. Action Items

· Superintendent Stewart recommends the approval of Resolution 2007-1, Transfer of funds from the General Fund to the Debt Service fund for the Elementary roof payment.  Board member Hovrud moved to approve Resolution 2007-1.  Motion carried.
· Superintendent Stewart recommends tabling the approval of the 2007-2009 Board Goals.  Board member Fritze moved to table the approval the 2007-2009 Board Goals.  Motion carried.
· Superintendent Stewart recommends the approval of the Title V Innovative Grant.  Board member Ashley moved to approve the Title V Innovative Grant.  Motion carried.
