I. Call to Order 

· Board chair Jan Strohbehn called the regular board meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Board members present were Diana Ashley, Marchand Hovrud, Tamara Fritze, and John Laib.

· Board member Ashley led the flag salute.

· Mrs. Kiefer handed out a report on the NW Girls Collaborative Project to the board.

· Add Principal Leid to Superintendent Stewart report to talk about the AWSP Conference during his report section.

VI. Consent Agenda

· Board member Fritze moved to approve the minutes for October 3, 2007; to approve warrants numbered 516565 through 516679 and warrant 516749 in the amount of $77,501.38 for the October bills in the General Fund; to approve warrants numbered 6733 through 6760 in the amount of $7,086.80 for the October bills in the ASB Fund; to approve warrant numbered 98254 in the amount of $250.00 for the October bills in the Private Purpose Trust Fund; approve warrants numbered 516680 through 516748 in the amount of $354,500.91 for October payroll;  approve the IRS mileage reimbursement rate change from 44.5 cents to 48.5 cents per mile.  Motion carried.

VII. Reports

· Kellisa Owens, ASB Representative, reported that Homecoming Week was October 1 through 6 and went well; the students would like start powder puff on time and start stud volleyball earlier in the evening as changes for next year’s Homecoming Week.  FBLA took between ten and fifteen students to the Fall Conference today, October 17.  There will be a College Fair on November 9 that is being set up by Kellisa Owens and Jamie Fields.  FFA had an officers meeting October 17; Emily Fletcher and Katie Stephens will leave for the FFA National Conference on Friday with Mr. McLean.  The Youth and Government Club has been fundraising.  Knowledge bowl had its first meet which was October 15 and are practicing.

· Superintendent Stewart asked for items the board would like for study topics.  Superintendent Stewart noted that the I-728 plan has been modified and to reflect the board’s decision to add a period of teaching time at the high school.  Superintendent Stewart asked Principal Leid report on the progress of the cooperative pre-school.  Principal Leid noted that they are using our preschool classroom during times we do not have the room scheduled; she noted the cooperative operates separately from the District.  The birth to three program currently has four children enrolled; most of those children are served in their homes.  The ECEAP preschool has 18 students; this pre-school is for low income families.  The District also has a special education pre-school; there are two ECEAP pre-school students who are also in the special education pre-school.  Superintendent Stewart noted that a portion of the I-728 funds are used for the birth to three program.  Superintendent Stewart noted that we are hoping to have all of the community’s two year olds come to the school on scheduled days next year for evaluation and early identification for intervention.  Principal Leid reported on the Association of Washington Schools Principals Conference.  Mrs. Leid noted that new math standards will be coming out and that the elementary WASL tests in 2009 will be shorter.  Principal Leid attended sessions on Math and professional learning communities; she noted that our staff is already doing some of this.  Mrs. Leid went to a session on Powerful Teaching and Learning that was really great.  Principal Leid noted that the keynote speakers were excellent, as well.  Superintendent noted that he had given the board packets with their board evaluation and the board goals, as well as the principals’ and superintendent’s goals, in preparation for their Special Board Meeting on Saturday.  

· Mrs. Himmelberger reported on student enrollment and the projected cash flow deficiencies.  She noted the budget reports would be available next week after the 2006-07 fiscal school year is closed.

· Principal Leid noted that the Pacific Science Center came with the Astronomy exhibit and planetariums today.
