MINUTES

I. Call to Order 

· Board chair Strohbehn called the regular board meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Board members present were Tamar Fritze, Marchand Hovrud, Jan Strohbehn, and John Laib.  Diana Ashley was absent and excused.

II. Flag Salute

· Board chair Strohbehn led the flag salute.

III. Recognition of Representatives

· Garett Turner Middle School ASB President.

IV. Additions or Changes to Agenda

· Remove resignation for Raymond Johnson.

· Add resignation of Scott Benavides.

· Remove hiring HS Assistant Boys Basketball coach.

V. Consent Agenda

· Board member Fritze moved to approve the minutes for the September 19, 2007 board meeting; approve warrant numbered 516564 in the amount of $5,342.74 for the October bills in the General Fund; approve warrants numbered 516561 through 516563 in the amount of $758.64 for the Extra-Payroll in September; approve the MS ASB leadership training in Chewelah on October 21 through 23; approve hiring Mona Himmelberger as Assistant HS Girls Basketball Coach; accept the resignation of Clayton Strong as Camp Wooten Director;  approve resignation of  Bonnie Graham as School Nurse;  approve the resignation of Scott Benavides as Assistant HS Baseball Coach.  Board member Fritze moved to amend the motion to remove the approval of the overnight Natural Helper Retreat due to that being the opening weekend of hunting season and safety concerns.  Mr. Stewart noted that it would be moved to Action Items.  Motion carried.  Amended motion carried.

VI. Reports 

· Superintendent Stewart reported for Jude Cornaggia, High School Principal.  Mr. Stewart reported on advisories.  The advisories have evolved as time has gone along and now include the student led conferences.  Board member Hovrud asked if the advisories are worth the time that is spent; Mr. Stewart noted that they are worthwhile and need the backing of the board.  Board chair Strohbehn noted that the advisories have led to the student led conferences that are well attended by parents.  Board member Hovrud inquired about the status of the Running Start equivalencies to our High School credits.  Superintendent Stewart noted that that is completed and will be coming to the board soon.  Mr. Stewart noted that Home Coming Activities are going on this week.  Mrs. Cornaggia is working on grade checks on line and it is working.  Board chair Strohbehn noted that soccer is going well and have 20 students on the roster.

· Katie Leid, Elementary/MS Principal, reported that the classes are getting into their routines.  Lunch is going more smoothly after some schedule modifications.  Michael Wenberg, author and symphony member, gave a presentation on October 2.  The Pacific Science Center Van is coming on October 17 to present astronomy and will have two blow-up planetariums.  WASL night for grades 1, 2 and 3 was held on September 26.  The Middle School ASB has decided on four functions this year: a Halloween theme, winter theme, Valentines theme, and the fourth function is the annual Lock In; these functions will include dances and games.  MAPs testing is almost completed.  Principal Leid asked the board to remember to thank teachers for the learning they facilitate as they have received a wonderful award.  Garett Turner reported for the leadership camp at Chewelah Peak; there are eight officers who would like to attend this camp.  Board chair Strohbehn asked that Garett give a presentation on his return from the camp.  Superintendent Stewart noted that on October 10 at Mount Rainier High School he will be taking the principals and some teachers to receive the new State Superintendent's Learning Improvement Award and will be recognized as a "School of Distinction”.  This award is for being in the upper five percent of schools in the state – we have 2 schools out of the 86 schools being awarded; there are 1700 schools in the state.  Superintendent Stewart noted that the board needs to lead a local celebration as well.  Superintendent Stewart gave an update on his goals.  Superintendent Stewart noted that the revisions for Policy 5006 are in the board books.  Board member Fritze asked if this is a policy that a lawyer should review the policy changes.  Superintendent Stewart noted that should a violation of this policy occur, the District, OSPI, and the insurance company would all be conducting separate investigations.  Superintendent Stewart stated that he can not meet on October 20th and wondered if the board wanted to change that date or keep the date and meet without him.  The board agreed to leave the date and time as October 20th at 8 am in the District Board Room.  Mr. Stewart noted that the Basic Ed Requirement form has changed a little bit but we are in compliance with all of the items.  Governor Gregoire will be in the High School Commons on October 12 at 2:15 to meet with the juniors, seniors and the Youth and Government Club; the board is invited at 2:15 and the public is invited at 3 pm.  Superintendent Stewart asked if the board wanted to support the simple majority.  Board chair Strohbehn noted that from past discussions, it is clear the board is split on this issue and does not feel we should pass a resolution in light of this split.    

VII. Action Items

· Superintendent Stewart recommends that Policy 5006, Certification/Revocation be approved with the changes.  Board member Hovrud moved to approve Policy 5006 with the changes proposed.  Motion carried.
· Superintendent Stewart recommends the approval of the Minimum Basic Ed Requirements.  Board member Fritze moved to approve the Minimum Basic Ed Requirements.  Motion carried.
· Superintendent Stewart recommends postponing the Natural Helper Retreat.  Board member Laib moved to reschedule the Natural Helper Retreat.  Motion carried.

VIII. Public Comment

Sherri Flaman will give written reports from the conferences she attended (the NW Girls Collaborative Project and the WATEAG Conference) to the Superintendent, principals as well as the board if they wish to have it.   Ms. Flaman noted that she hopes students are being counseled on options such as Running Start, classes at Whitman, and on line courses during their advisories.
