Cheerleader Travel & Uniforms

Recognizing that cheerleader activity is an important part of the schools regular extra-curricular program the following policy statement regarding the transportation of cheerleaders is adopted.


Cheerleaders on a varsity and J.V. level will travel on the team bus on a space available basis only. The district will provide a bus with sufficient seat capacity to insure that at least Varsity cheerleaders have space.


The order of priority for available space on the team buses will be as follows:


1.   Team Members, managers - 2 (one for each team), coaches


2.  Regularly assigned primary stats keeper, etc.


3.   Varsity Cheerleaders


Students are to keep in mind that they must ride school arranged transportation if they are to participate in that activity.  Transportation arrangements, other than school buses may be made in special cases by the Superintendent.


In any case where rooter busses are taken, cheerleaders will ride that bus


All rules and regulations concerning cheerleaders are to be written and distributed to all potential cheerleaders by the cheerleader/pep advisor prior to tryouts.  A statement that the rules and regulations have been read and understood must be signed by both the students, parent/guardian before a student is allowed to try out.


Cheerleader uniforms (beginning 2003-04) shall be purchased and owned by the school district in the same manner as other co-curricular uniforms.
